gaming business Submission Requirements

In order to be considered to be a suitable person to be involved in the conduct of a gaming business under a Tasmanian Gaming Licence, the applicant must demonstrate that it has the financial resources and has, or has access to, the technical resources and ability to conduct gaming activities of a kind sought through an endorsement on the Licence.  Consequently the applicant is required to:

1. describe the gaming activities to be provided and its potential audience;

2. describe any previous business experience of the applicant in relation to the gaming business to be conducted under Tasmanian Gaming Licence; 

3. provide financial projections for the gaming business to be conducted under the Tasmanian Gaming Licence, ie capital, revenue, expenses etc.

4. provide a high level overview of the proposed gaming system, including network diagrams, network topology and architecture;

5. make a written response to the compliance of the gaming equipment (software and hardware), to be used in the operation, with the requirements of the Internet Gaming Technical Requirements Version 2.0;

6. provide details of the experience and knowledge of those personnel who have responded to the above in relation to technical matters;

7. demonstrate the operation of the gaming system;

8. describe the financial, human, IT and other resources to be employed in the gaming business;

9. demonstrate the applicant’s ability to obtain the services of people with the appropriate knowledge and experience to ensure the proper conduct of gaming activities conducted under a Tasmanian Gaming Licence;

10. demonstrate the applicant’s ability to train personnel in the operation of the gaming business conducted under the Tasmanian Gaming Licence.  

11. describe marketing strategies; and

12. provide details of the premises from which gaming activities will be conducted, including access and security arrangements.  

Note that any information supplied above, and forming part of the application, is not to be taken as being approved by the Tasmanian Gaming Commission on the granting of a Tasmanian Gaming Licence. 
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
